“Eternal life is this,” Jesus tells us: “To know God, the only true God, and Him whom God has sent, Jesus Christ.” 

 

Hits “Knowing” that Jesus is talking about is not merely to know about Him, or of Him, it is intimate knowledge Jesus is 

talking about.
